___  Identifies two words that rhyme/ sound the same (KRIC)

___  Makes simple predictions and comments about a story being read (KRIC)
___  Recognizes, replicates or repeats a visual or auditory pattering sequence (KRIC)
___  Groups letters to represent words and shows space between words (W.4.K.7)
___  Demonstrates understanding that letters must occur in a specific sequence in a word (W.4.K.8)

___  Meets or exceeds benchmark for Initial Sound Fluency & Letter Naming Fluency (DIBELS)
___  Asks and answers questions about text (how, who what, where, why, when) (R.9.K.5)
___  Demonstrates an understanding that a predictable relationship exists between written letters

___  Demonstrates automaticity of letter names at a minimum of 40 letters per minute (R.11.K.17)
___  Tracks known print using one-to-one correspondence (R.8.K.5)
___  Segments oral language into sentences and words (R.8.K.9)

___  Predicts what will happen next in a text (R.9.K.7)
