DAILY LISTENING CHECK

FM Auditory Trainer (Head Set Type)
1. Assemble correctly.

· Make sure the clip-on microphone is attached to the transmitter (microphone) unit, and the head set (ear phones) is attached to the receiver. 

· Make sure the microphone and head set are firmly plugged into their respective jacks.

2. Check the battery.  (Traditional hearing aid battery testers cannot be used to check auditory trainer batteries.)

· The majority of FM auditory trainers operate on rechargeable batteries, many of the 9-volt variety.  Have the batteries been recharged for the appropriate length of time?

· Be sure that the battery is inserted with the positive (+) end matching the (+) contact, and the negative (-) end matching the (-) contact.

· If you have a battery tester capable of checking larger voltages, such as 9-volts, then use it.

· If specific battery testing is not possible, simply turn the unit on to see if sound is present.  Most FM systems provide a battery indicator light to assist in determining battery function.

· If you see corrosion on the battery or its contact points, a pencil eraser can be useful in removing it.

3. Test the unit.  (If the trainer has an “FM Only” mode on the student’s receiver, set to this position.)

· Turn on the teacher microphone.  Put on the head set.  Speaking into the microphone, slowly turn the volume control on the student’s receiver up louder and louder.

· Say sounds across the frequency range:  oo, ah, ee, sh, s, m.

· Move the cord around, tap, and gently shake the units.

· What to listen for:

· no sound


- make sure the battery is charged

- make sure plugs are firmly set into each jack

- make sure both units are turned on

· doesn’t get louder

- make sure battery is charged

· sound goes on and off
- work all the controls back and forth; dust and lint can

  interfere with electrical contacts

- check head set and cords for cracks or breaks

· sound is scratchy

- same as above

· sound gets softer

- attempt to eliminate poor battery contact

· rattling sound

- make sure the battery and its compartment is

  secured properly

- make sure all parts are attached properly
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
