	Minimum.  Student chose at least two relevant excerpts as well as some irrelevant ones, took good notes from one excerpt, and gave one clear reason for choosing one of the excerpts.

	Moderate.  Student chose at least three relevant excerpts and very few irrelevant ones, giving appropriate reasons for his/her selections and taking good notes on two excerpts.

	Adequate.  Student chose at least four relevant excerpts with few or no irrelevant ones, giving clear reasons for all his/her selections and taking clear notes.

	Proficient.  Student selected all of the relevant excerpts with no irrelevant ones.  All of their notes are related to the concept/theme/topic.  Student’s reasons for choosing excerpts are diverse.  His/Her notes show what was learned during the course of the reading and note-taking activity.
