Questions To Ask During the Planning Process

with the General Education Teacher

Start with a unit of material and/or the way in which the GE teacher organizes her day.

1. What are your primary outcomes for your students during this unit?

What is the range you are working with?

What are the social expectations?

2. What are the main teaching activities and routines you will be using to engage the students in the learning process?

3. How does each of those activities look?  Tell me more about it.

4. How do students demonstrate success?

What does it take to get a good grade?

5. Now let me tell you a little about this particular student.  Use a one-page summary to describe the student.

Now brainstorm regarding . . .

· expectations/outcomes for the focus student.  Any modifications necessary?  Any alternative outcomes?

· any adaptations or accommodations which need to be made in the way we provide information to the student.

· any changes in the ways this student will provide information to us.  How will the student be a contributing member of the class?

· any other things we can do to support the student’s social and educational integration in the class.  During which activities will the student need adult support?

6. What is the best way for me to summarize this information for you?

7. How should we plan to spend some time together with (student)?
