Sample Goals and Objectives

GOAL:

The student will demonstrate improved language skills by completing activities related to comprehension and expression of language concepts with 80% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:

1. Given vocabulary words from the curriculum/related areas, the student will demonstrate understanding/comprehension of the words by defining them and using them in oral and written sentences.

2. When presented with curriculum/related selections, the student will demonstrate recall of events by answering questions and describing events of the selection using sentences.

3. Given auditory/visual stimuli, the student will demonstrate the ability to compare and contrast characteristics of items by stating similarities and differences.

4. Given a quantitative concept, the student will demonstrate an understanding of the concept by naming and/or pointing to the appropriate picture of the concept.

GOAL:

The student will demonstrate improved auditory processing skills by increasing comprehension of language concepts with 90% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:


1. The student will understand and use oral and/or written directions.

a. Pen and paper tasks (3-part)

b. Pen and paper tasks (4-part)

c. Physical activity (3-part)

d. Physical activity (4-part)

2. The student will be able to state main idea, characters, place, time, and other details after listening to or reading a short paragraph or story.

3. The student will draw conclusions from known information.

4. The student will be able to repeat the following:

a. Numbers

b. Words

c. Sentences

d. Directions

GOAL:

The student will demonstrate improved language skills by increasing comprehension and expression of language concepts with 90% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:

1. Given auditory/visual stimuli, the student will exhibit understanding and use of verb concepts by describing the action.

2. Given auditory and visual stimuli, the student will exhibit understanding and use of verb tense by using them correctly in oral and written sentences.

3. Given auditory and visual stimuli, the student will exhibit understanding and use of articles by using them correctly in oral and written sentences.

4. Given auditory and visual stimuli, the student will exhibit understanding and use of directional concepts.

GOAL:

The student will demonstrate increased speech intelligibility by producing /s, z, th/ in conversational speech with 90% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:

1. Given auditory/visual stimuli, the student will demonstrate correct production of the target phoneme and/or blend /s, z, th/ by using it in conversational speech inside the therapy room.

2. Given auditory/visual stimuli, the student will demonstrate correct production of the target phoneme and/or blend /s, z, th/ by using it in conversational speech outside the therapy room.

GOAL:


The student will demonstrate increased speech intelligibility by producing target sound /r, r blends, and l blends/ in conversational speech with 90% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:


1. Given auditory/visual stimuli, the student will produce the target phoneme and/or blend in isolation and syllables.

2. Given auditory/visual stimuli, the student will produce the target phoneme and/or blend in words:

a. initial position

b. medial position

c. final position

3. Given auditory/visual stimuli, the student will produce the target phoneme and/or blend in carrier phrases and sentences.

4. Given auditory/visual stimuli, the student will produce the target phoneme and/or blend in conversational speech.

GOAL:

The student will demonstrate improved language comprehension and expression by utilizing semantic features and relationships with 90% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:

1. Given a structured task, the student will correctly identify selected vocabulary words by pointing to pictures.

2. Given a structured task and modeling, the student will identify and use vocabulary words correctly in sentences.

3. Given a structured task only, the student will identify and use vocabulary words correctly in sentences.

4. Given a structured task, the student will define words with two critical attributes 

a. by correctly using an associated item or function.

b. by correctly using descriptive features.

c. by correctly using an associated person, location, or category.

5. Given a structured task, visual cues, and modeling, the student will tell a sequence story or describe a procedure with at least 3 parts

a. by correctly retelling a familiar story or procedure.

b. by correctly developing an original sequence story or procedure.

c. by correctly telling a sequence story or procedure including appropriate details.

6. Given verbal and visual cues, the student will name selected word associations

a. by using part/whole associations correctly.

b. by using agent-action or action-object relationships correctly.

c. by using opposite adjective pairs correctly.

GOAL:

The student will demonstrate improved listening skills by completing listening activities with 80% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:

1. Given a structured task, the student will correctly discriminate environmental sounds, target articulation sounds, and rhyming words.

2. Given a structured task, the student will listen to and correctly follow directions containing selected concepts.

3. Given a structured task, the student will correctly identify and explain verbal absurdities.

GOAL:

The student will demonstrate improved verbal expression by using specific vocabulary acquisition skills with 90% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:

1. Given selected vocabulary words, the student will correctly

a. name associated items.

b. define words, giving two or more attributes.

c. provide synonyms and antonyms.

2. Given structured tasks, the student will correctly use multiple meaning words in sentences by

a. identifying at least two meanings of a word used in a given sentence.

b. determining which meaning of a word is used in a given sentence.

c. making sentences that demonstrate the correct meaning of the word.

GOAL:


The student will demonstrate improved verbal expression by utilizing appropriate word finding strategies with 90% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:

1. Given structured tasks and modeling, the student will correctly use phonemic cueing retrieval strategies to recall known words.

2. Given structured tasks and modeling, the student will correctly use semantic cueing retrieval strategies to recall known words.

3. Given structured tasks and modeling, the student will correctly use semantic alternative retrieval strategies, such as synonym or category name substitution, to circumvent word finding blocks for known words.

GOAL:

The student will demonstrate improved critical listening skills by utilizing inferences and predictions with 80% accuracy by the end of the regular school year.


OBJECTIVES:

1. Given curricular/related materials, the student will correctly answer questions regarding the main idea, details, and sequence of events in the passage.

2. Given curricular/related materials, the student will make an appropriate inference regarding the passage.

3. Given curricular/related materials, the student will make an appropriate prediction regarding the passage.
