	Speech Reception

	· Resolve perceptual errors through minimal pair contrasts

· Introduce or reinforce new sounds, words, or grammar, listen-only

· Increase dependence on audition for speech reception

· Monitor own speech skills

· Practice under negative listening conditions (background noise, distance, no context)

· Increase knowledge of maintenance and repair of amplification
	· Gain student’s attention

· Repeat answers to questions

· Direct classroom discussion by naming participants

· Use visual demonstration

· Write key words on board

· Avoid turning back to student

· Alternate speaking and demonstrating

· Ensure that teacher’s face is fully visible, well-lit, away from glare

· Seat student away from obvious noise sources



	Speech Production

	· Practice recognizing own errors

· Accept responsibility for making oneself understood

· Give back more precise speech following request for clarification

· Refine phoneme production; facilitate carry-over into spontaneous speech

· Gradually reduce external feedback


	· Ask student to write unintelligible answer

· Ask for repetition of a misunderstood word

· Give student a limited number of choices from which to pick answer

· Repeat that part of student’s statement that is understood

	Vocabulary

	· Learn vocabulary from content material in classroom

· Review old words at regular intervals

· Must know “sound” of new words, not just look

· Enlist parent support and reinforcement

· Expand language with multiple meanings, synonyms, idioms, and antonyms

· Use high interest words from board games, sports, or hobbies

· Use old words to learn new “instruction” words


	· Write important words on board

· Define Words by using in a sentence

· Give list of vocabulary to support staff

· Select vocabulary from academic material in the lessons

· Ensure that directions are understood

· Encourage child to give specific answers

	Morphology/Syntax (Form)

	· Expand simple forms

· Self-monitor morphological endings

· Recognize obligatory context and respond accordingly

· Produce audible morphological endings

· Increase flexible use of grammatical forms


	· Check comprehension of lecture and instruction

· Paraphrase into simpler form

· Write assignments on board

· Give different grade for content and grammar

	Pragmatics (Use)

	· [image: image1.wmf]Learn rules of conversational appropriateness

· Adapt speech to the listener

· Learn a variety of ways to ask, state, and direct

· Learn Colloquialisms and slang

· Adhere to obligatory contexts


	· Explain “teacher talk” style at the beginning of the year

· Insist that the student maintain topic

· Require child to assume responsibility for making himself or herself understood

· Insist on adherence to non-interruption rules
