DAILY LISTENING CHECK

· It is required that a daily listening check for amplification (hearing aids and auditory trainers) be conducted, utilizing a hearing aid stethoscope, and results documented [Program Standards and Eligibility Criteria for Special Education, ADE, 1993].

· Appropriate staff:  Anybody and everybody involved with student.

· Necessary equipment:

Battery Tester

DAILY LISTENING CHECK

· Most common problems:

Low Battery










New Earmolds Needed

· The student should continue to wear the hearing aids unless sound is significantly distorted or causing distracting feedback.

· All procedures should take no longer than one minute.

· Teaching appropriate staff this procedure could be a valuable topic for in-service training.
