LISTENING

CASLLS:  Cottage Acquisition Scales for Listening, Language & Speech is an exciting new instrument that combines the power of auditory skill development with speech and language skill development. Using the CASLLS, the professional will be able to eliminate separate forms for listening, language and speech objectives and promote the use of an integrated approach, easily inform parents about progress, teach using a developmental model and authentic assessment, reduce planning time for therapy and classroom instruction, streamline long-term planning and IEP development, promote consistency from year to year, teacher to teacher.  This tool covers:  

· Listening - from sound awareness to comprehension of paragraphs, including phonetic listening skills. 

· Speech - the CASLLS tracks objectives from the renowned motor speech program of Dr. Daniel Ling (both phonetic and phonologic) and also links these objectives to phonetic listening development. 

· Language - Pre-verbal language through complex sentences, including pragmatic development. 

· Cognition - those cognitive skills that are most linked to language acquisition are charted parallel to listening and language skills. 

This tool includes 5 separate criterion-referenced scales based on the research in normal child language acquisition. Behaviors are divided into convenient age spans that can be used in relationship to listening age and chronologic age.

· Pre-Verbal - Designed for children with no words, it allows the professional to monitor the progress of pre-verbal behaviors. 

· Pre-Sentence - For children who have started speaking, it monitors the emergence of a full range of semantic intentions through 2-3 word combinations. 

· Simple Sentence - For children who are ready to develop complete simple sentences, it includes basic grammatical morphemes, the development of conversation, and the earliest examples of complex language. 

· Complex Sentence - For children ready to develop more sophisticated language abilities, it samples a broad variety of discourse skills, increasingly difficult question forms, elaborated noun phrases and subordination. 

· Sounds & Speech - A companion instrument that may be used at the same time as one of the other scales to monitor the development of sound awareness, phonetic listening discriminations, phonetic and phonologic speech.

DASL-II:  The Developmental Approach to Successful Listening II is a sequential, step-by-step listening program to help hearing impaired children and adults develop and use their residual hearing. It was developed at the Houston School for Deaf children by Gayle Goldberg Stout and Jill Van Ert Windle. They wanted something that would be easy to implement, progressed in very small steps to allow the children to succeed, would make it easy for teachers to plan appropriate goals for IEPs, and something that would promote success in learning to listen. ESP: The Early Speech Perception test battery is a test of speech perception for profoundly deaf children as young as 3 years old. The ESP may be used to establish objectives and to measure effects of a hearing aid or a cochlear implant in terms of their impact on the child's speech perception ability. SPICE: The Speech Perception Instructional Curriculum and Evaluation, a "must have" for teachers and audiologists involved in oral deaf education today, is used for developing auditory skills in children with cochlear implants and/or hearing aids. Training can start with children as young as 3 years old. The SPICE makes auditory training easy and fun for both the teacher/clinician and the student. The kit includes a manual, package of rating forms, box of 16 toys for listening activities, 374 full-color illustrated word and sentence cards, an auditory training screen and an instructional videotape. $350. TAC:  The Test of Auditory Comprehension was standardized on a national sample of children four to seventeen years old, with moderate through profound hearing losses. Test results produce a profile of the child's performance on a continuum of auditory tasks, and provide a basis for instruction with the ASC and ASC-PS. The TAC also allows comparison of results by age, degree of hearing loss, and type of placement. The TAC is also widely used, for children and adults, as the primary instrument for pre-and post-assessment of the effectiveness of cochlear implants.  The ten subtests of the TAC begin with simple auditory discrimination tasks and conclude by assessing the child's understanding of complex stories given with a competing-message background. The child responds to recorded messages by pointing to one of several pictures. Administration averages thirty minutes and requires only the child's usual amplification, a reasonably quiet room, and a program-stop or standard cassette player.

LANGUAGE
GAEL:  Grammatical Analysis of Elicited Language contains three sections: readiness skills, single words, and word combinations. The examiner uses structured play and pictures to elicit language specific to these three areas. The test was developed for children with hearing loss and can be administered in spoken or signed English.  Available for Pre-Sentence (GAEL-P), Simple Sentence Level (GAEL-S) and Grammatical Analysis of Elicited Language -Complex Sentence Level (GAEL-C).  Available from CID (see below).

MacArthur Communication Development Inventory: Words, Gestures, and Sentences - These questionnaire/checklists ask parents to identify various words that their child either says or signs. It includes vocabulary relating to: things in the home, people, action words, description words, pronouns, prepositions, question words, as well as sentences and grammar.  Available from Singular/Thompson Learning (see below).

OWLS:  Oral and Written Language Scales assesses higher order thinking, semantics, syntax, vocabulary, and pragmatics. It includes a Listening Comprehension Scale (picture pointing), an Oral Expression Scale (answering questions, and sentence completion) and a Written Expression Scale (use of conventions, syntactical forms, and ability to communicate meaningfully). RDLS III:  The Reynell Development Language Scales III assesses receptive and expressive language using real objects rather than pictures for the child to interact with. It is designed for children from 15 months to 7 years of age. The comprehension scale comprises sections such as agents and actions, attributes, locative relations, vocabulary and complex grammar, and inferencing, etc. The expressive scale comprises sections such as verb phrases, auxiliaries, clausal elements, inflections, etc.  Available from Super Duper, Inc. SALT:  Systematic Analysis of Language Transcripts - A 30 minute play session is videotaped and every spoken and signed language utterance is transcribed. This analysis includes information regarding the number and types of spontaneous utterances that the child and caregiver produce. This analysis is intended to provide a portrait of the child’s language, as well as the type of language the caregiver uses while communicating with the child. In order to measure the child’s growth a videotape is made every six months.  Available from Language Analysis Lab (see below).

Scale of Communication examines the full range of oral and gestural expression and comprehension in Piaget's model of development. Scales: The Scales of Early Communication Skills evaluates language development of deaf children from 2 to 8 years and is both criterion-referenced and norm-referenced. SKI-HI Language Development Scale is developmentally ordered and contains a list of communication and language skills in varying intervals for different ages. TAGS: Teacher Assessment of Grammatical Structures rating forms assist teachers evaluating a deaf child's understanding and use of the grammatical structures of English. Separately sold TAGS forms are available for the Pre-Sentence level (TAGS-P), the Simple Sentence level (TAGS-S) and the Complex Sentence level (TAGS-C). TERA:  Test of Early Reading Ability – 3rd Ed. measures reading ability of young children ages 3-6 through 8-6. Rather than assessing a child’s reading readiness it assesses their mastery of early developing reading skills. The three subtests include: Alphabet (knowledge of the alphabet and its uses), Conventions (knowledge of the conventions of print), and Meaning (measuring the construction of meaning from print). TOSS-P:  Test of Semantic Skills – Primary is a receptive and expressive diagnostic test designed to assess a child’s semantic skills. Comprised of twenty realistic line-illustrations depicting natural, real-life scenes, the test is built around six common themes: Learning and Playing, Shopping, Around the House, Working at School, Eating and Health and Fitness. Test items emphasis vocabulary that is meaningful and relevant to the experiences of young children. The TOSS-P surveys ten semantic and vocabulary tasks through five receptive subtests and five expressive subtests.  Available from LinguiSystems (see below).
TTFC-2:  Token Test for Children - Revised is a rapid, effective screening test that measures subtle receptive language dysfunction in children. The test includes a normative population of more than 1,300 children. Testing time is ten minutes. You obtain age and grade scores. The TTFC-2 is also useful in estimating language competence in cases where expressive language factors might be depressing an overall language score.  Ages: 3 to 12-5.  Testing Time: 10 minutes. ARTICULATION
CID Phonetic Inventory is a rating form on which the teacher can record the child's ability to produce speech sounds. The Phonetic Skills Profile graphically illustrates the child's skills and progress. Includes test manual, a package of 25 rating forms and a set of 150 cards with printed phonemes. $50. CID Picture SPINE: The Speech INtelligibility Evaluation uses colorful pictures to evaluate speech intelligibility in deaf and hearing-impaired children as young as 6 years. Cumulative Record of Speech Sound Acquisition:  This booklet is organized to conform with the Ling system of speech development and permits professionals to record details of their child's performance. Professionals can then determine which sounds the child has acquired, persistent difficulties in the acquisition of certain sounds, and the logical targets for later lessons. The record is useful for planning IEPs as a child's speech development passes from one teacher or clinician to another. Although teaching and clinical practices have changed over the years, the order of speech acquisition and the need to measure and record progress has not. Identifying Early Phonological Needs in Children with Hearing Impairment is a standardized test used to assess how young children with hearing loss spontaneously use first-level phonological patterns. It numerically rates whether the child’s patterns are missing, emerging, or mastered.  Available from Alexander Graham Bell Association (see below).

Paden-Brown Phonological Kit is designed to assess spontaneous use of first level phonological patterns in children with hearing loss. It utilizes a list of 25 words that are typically within the speaking vocabulary of young children with hearing loss. The word list provides at least five opportunities for the child to demonstrate how well he/she spontaneously targets each basic consonant feature, such as manner, place, and voicing, as well as each of the primary vowel areas, diphthongs, and basic word patterns. Numerical scoring o f the test reveals whether the child’s patterns are missing, emerging, or mastered. Results can be used for developing auditory and speech goals for the child. The test kit includes an instructional manual, 10 score sheets, and 25 picture cards.  Available from Med-El (see below).

Phonetic-Phonologic Speech Evaluation Pads:  These new, user-friendly evaluation forms are described in chapter nine of the second edition of Speech and the Hearing-Impaired Child. Pads are published in a useful 81/2 x 11 format and include seven pages to a record and 25 records to a pad. User populations include teachers, students, and clinicians who are responsible for speech development in children with hearing loss. They provide a clear record of a child's level of performance at intervals of about 6 months and clear guidelines on the type of ongoing work that should be undertaken during the intervals between assessments.
